Fresh
flowers surround a classic daily Afternoon Tea
service; modern French cuisine is shown at its
best in dishes like plancha-seared halibut with
cured B.C. pork cheek or confit duck rillette;

Over in the lounge, a crackling fire complements
live piano music, the icy shake of Belvedere
martinis mixed tableside, and the quiet buzz of
executive meetings and friendly cocktail chat.

The busy West End may not bring lush pastures
to mind, but Forage will have you thinking of the
fields as you savour each tasty small plate. Every
detail at this complete farm-to-table restaurant
is a sustainable story, from the leather on the
seats to the power for the blender, and each
ingredient begins with a local farmer, fisher, or

forager. The meats are wild game, the mustards

are in-house, the beer and wines are Cascadia
crafted—even the whiskey and gin are locally
distilled.

Chef Chris Whittaker has accomplished a
lifelong vision of dining green, but the resulting
flavours are gold. Pair his plates with Forage’s
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fun, informal atmosphere, backyard patio, and
cheeky events like the Hair of the Dog Happy
Hour or weekly Meat Draws, and this is a spot
no forward-thinking foodie will want to miss.

‘With a social summer patio, smash-hit weekend
brunches, and a sustainable menu featuring
plenty of gluten-free, vegan and vegetarian
options, Cabrito is an escape from the stress
of the driven city. It’s a place to slow down,
meet good friends, and spend an hour—or an
evening—on Spanish time.
