Taking a cue from the restaurant’s name,
whether you prefer your steak black or blue,
all cuts are prepared to perfection while being
served alongside favourites like crab, caviar and
oysters. It’s the sexiest room and hottest vibe in
the city. From a seat at the centre bar situated
underneath the Tom Dixon-designed cloud of

gold, or a seat upstairs overlooking the scene,
it’s a three-storey temple dedicated to creating
amazing experiences. The Roof, located on the
3rd floor, is Vancouver’s largest rooftop dining
destination specializing in beef, seafood and
jerk chicken prepared in Canada’s first and
famed Josper Grill.

When international film producer Uwe Boll
chose Vancouver as his family’s home, he
searched the city for the stylish, contemporary
German cuisine he loved in his native land.
Unsatisfied, the life-long foodie decided to create
that modern European dining experience—on
a grand scale. From opening day, Bauhaus has
become one of Vancouver’s most talked-about
restaurants, for its minimalist urban glamour
and innovative, satiating dishes from renowned
Michelin-starred Chef Stefan Hartmann.
Taking advantage of similarities in the re-
gional bounties of Germany and Vancouver,
the seasonal menu focuses on local, organic

ingredients; house-cured meats and seafoods;
and a range of B.C. game—along with deft
takes on classic German favourites. To get the
full Bauhaus experience, try Chef Hartmann’s
ever-changing tasting menu: a story for the
senses, told course by course.

“Top notch”—the saying comes from notch 8,
the uppermost speed of a perfectly running
train. The reference is an apt namesake for
the new restaurant and bar at Fairmont Hotel
Vancouver, the iconic hotel founded when the
railway first linked Vancouver with the world.
The renovated space is welcoming and styl-
ish, but a keen eye will discover subtle nods to
rail travel’'s most romantic period, when the
journey meant as much as the arrival. Intimate
corners, glimpses of trunk buckles and safari
prints, and the understated drama of Art Deco
design come together for a revival of historic
glamour that is rare in Vancouver. Stop in to

sample Chef Jason Saruya’s classic comfort
dishes (the amazing rotisserie is a must), or
craft a cocktail from the vintage martini cart to
kick off an evening that could transport you to
another era.

Goods is both a sweet-tooth destination and that
rare breed of treasured neighbourhood meeting
place that’s all good conversation and no wifi.
Founder Rosie Daykin—beloved for her two #1
best-selling cookbooks—creates honest, uncom-
plicated and delicious home baking with a witty
twist that makes each treat as amazing to see
as to eat. The Butter Instagram account draws
thousands to swoon over the pretty shortbreads,
bursting sandwich cookies, double-baked pea-
nut-Nutella croissants, bright macarons and
world-famous marshmallows on offer every day,
but it’s best to visit in person so you can taste

the pure nostalgia. There’s lunch, too, for those
wanting something more savoury, including a
rotating menu of creative soups and quiches, as
well as daily sandwiches featuring fresh breads
from Gastown’s Nelson the Seagull.

The rooms, too, are modern
and expanded—1920s standards were deco-cool
but decidedly snug, so the hotel has thankfully
embraced the more plush and spacious 21st-
century demands of luxury.

Every
detail at this complete farm-to-table restaurant
is a sustainable story, from the leather on the
seats to the power for the blender, and each
ingredient begins with a local farmer, fisher, or
forager. The meats are wild game, the mustards
are in-house, the beer and wines are Cascadia
crafted—even the whiskey and gin are locally
distilled.

Chef Chris Whittaker has accomplished a
life-long vision of dining green, but the resulting
flavours are gold. Pair his plates with Forage’s
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fun, informal atmosphere, backyard patio, and
cheeky events like the Hair of the Dog Happy
Hour or weekly Meat Draws, and this is a spot
no forward-thinking foodie will want to miss.

From the moment Victor Bouzide started
serving his grandmother’s Lebanese recipes
from a cozy nook on Hastings Street, Nuba
became a Vancouver mainstay. Today, with
the visionary partnership of Ernesto Gomez,
the restaurant’s unique, beautiful spaces are
serving up delicious Mediterranean comfort
food and inventive cocktails across the city.

The timeless dishes that form the foundation
of Nuba’s menu are almost magically suited to
the modern, multi-influenced West Coast, mak-
ing it a favourite for group hangouts or cater-
ing. With a focus on hormone-free, local, and
fresh (you won’t find a can opener in any of their

restaurants), there is something to please every-
one: halal or gluten-free, picky eater or adventur-
er, vegan or carnivore. Share some mezzes, try
a classic falafel or crispy cauliflower, or let the
kitchen surprise you—the creative fresh sheets
change daily at each location.

In 2006, one of Canada’s pre-eminent wine fam-

ilies returned to B.C., guided by their passion
for terroir. After years of careful stewardship of
land, fruit, and process, their wines reflect the
poetry behind the name Culmina: the pinna-
cle of three lifetimes of experience in the wine
industry.

Don and Elaine Triggs and their daughter
Sara selected virgin land on the Okanagan’s
Golden Mile Bench for its unique terroir, with
mineral-rich soils and ideal climate. The vine-
yard was planted following rigorous analysis,
resulting in Hypothesis, their powerful and ele-

gant red Bordeaux-style Blend; Unicus, from the
rare Austrian variety Griiner Veltliner; and Di-
lemma, made from Chardonnay vines planted at
a cool 595-metres elevation. The ensuing critical
praise has led to many quick sell-outs; if you find
these distinctive wines on the shelf or on a visit
to the family estate, act quickly.

Fairmont Waterfront, has become a buzzy spot
to meet and eat, with warm live music, a wrap-
around summer patio, and gorgeous peeks of
the harbour through its curving sweep of win-
dows. Chef Alessandro Vianello’s urban artis-
anal cuisine is a true hit, whether for a relaxed
dinner or for share plates to pair with friends
and some stellar craft beer. Go-to dishes like
home-smoked brisket, award-winning seafood
chowder, and the crowd-pleasing “Beast Board”
have put Chef Vianello in the spotlight, both for
his skill and for a commitment to traceable and
local that goes a step further: many ingredients

are grown right upstairs, in ARC’s own massive
rooftop garden. Drop by at Happy Hour for a
bite—you’ll soon see why this chef was one of
three picked to represent Vancouver in the cur-
rent season of 3 Chefs, 1 City.

SHAUGHNESSY RESTAURANT

The map may place it in the centre of Vancouver,
but Shaughnessy Restaurant feels worlds away
from the city. Looking out through the windows
from the warm, wood-beamed interiors to the
light-strung reflective pool and lush greenery
beyond, you would think you were in a fairytale
garden or country retreat. And, in truth, you are.

This unmatchable setting in the famed
VanDusen Garden—combined with Chef Sean
Sloan’s contemporary West Coast cuisine—has
made Shaughnessy Restaurant a local favou-
rite for weddings and special occasions. (The
restaurant even staffs its own whip-smart
events management team to ensure everything

goes off without a hitch.) Meanwhile, the fantas-
tic summer patio, seasonal menus, fresh, gar-
den-themed cocktails, and cozy, romantic atmo-
sphere keep a happy crowd of regulars coming
back for a taste of their own not-so-secret urban
escape.

Standing out in the city’s business core, a cele-
brated new restaurant is bringing back an era
when simple, satisfying food was combined with
a sense of occasion. Day or night, Royal Dinette
recalls the lost heyday of the stylish diner, the
classic Nighthawks world of good company, spar-
kling cocktails, and beautifully produced dishes
in a casual, yet uplifting, environment.

Chef David Gunawan takes the concept
even further with an exacting commitment to
the farm-to-table ideal and a menu that is sus-
tainable in every aspect. Local blackberries
become a house-made jam; blueberry skins may

become a delicious cocktail shrub. Combine
Chef Gunawan’s fresh, local, and seasonal fo-
cus, a progressive wine program, house-made
pastas, and a lively and popular Happy Hour,
and it’s no wonder that Royal Dinette has been
welcomed as the true upscale casual downtown
Vancouver has long waited for.

Tucked into the ultra-hip Lobby Lounge at
Fairmont Pacific Rim, Chef Taka Omi’s RawBar
is serving up rave-worthy art on a plate. Here, no
fine point is neglected, from the locally made soy
sauce and fresh wasabi root to small-batch sake
from Granville Island’s own artisan sakemaker.
Look beyond the plate, too, to take in more as-
tonishing details: an origami-inspired Fazioli pi-
ano, Bob Dylan lyrics underlighting the tables,
even the bright orange chopsticks that make
every bite special.

Take a seat at the interactive sushi bar for
Chef Omi’s piece-by-exquisite-piece omakase
experience, or join friends to share a few signa-

ture plates, like fresh oysters or the house-cured
sablefish motoyaki roll. Enjoy it all more know-
ing everything is sustainable—The RawBar was
the city’s first restaurant to be 100% certified by
the Vancouver Aquarium’s Ocean Wise conser-
vation program.

Fresh, chic and romantic, Provence Marinaside
is part refined Marseilles, part relaxed Vancou-
ver—and all warmth and welcome. Founders
and chefs Jean-Francis and Alessandra Quaglia
have built a slice of Southern France along
Yaletown’s bustling waterfront, offering Medi-
terranean-inspired French cuisine with a focus
on seasonal and local product. With signature
crab and lobster dishes, you’ll find omelets and
Benedicts, Nicoise salad, Dijon-crusted rack of
lamb, West Coast-style bouillabaisse, and dou-
ble-tiered platters bursting with consummately
prepared seafood. On sunny days, the glass pa-
tio walls open up, bringing the outside in and
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creating an ideal spot to watch boats in the ma-
rina, cruising cyclists, and locals walking their
dogs on the seawall. You'll definitely want to get
yourself something to sip, too; with 48 wine vari-
etals on tap from their dramatic “wine wall” plus
an additional 90+ wines by the glass, Provence
Marinaside has a wine-by-the-glass program
like nowhere else in the country.
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CABRITO TAPAS & BEBIDAS

Taking a hard left from the hectic Michelin-
starred restaurants of Paris where he earned his
stripes, Chef Alexandre Carriere has embraced
laid-back Commercial Drive, launching a cozy
homage to the mountains of Catalonia that
framed much of his youth. Here, he serves up
traditional Spanish tapas with a hint of French
influence and a foundation of pure, West Coast
ingredients—paired with craft brews from
Brassneck, Spanish wines and cocktails, and
enlightening sherry flights that are making new
fans of the drink.

With live guitar on Sunday nights, a social
summer patio, smash-hit weekend brunches,

and a sustainable menu with plenty of gluten-
free/vegan/vegetarian options (try the clever
“beet” tartare), Cabrito is an escape from the
stress of the driven city. It’s a place to slow
down, meet good friends, and spend an hour—or
an evening—on Spanish time.
